Please note 
through this program, our providers come into the home and provide support and training 
to parents/caregivers in skills and strategies for addressing challenges and behaviors faced in 
the home and community environments (this is not a direct service for the 
child/individual). Some areas we assist families with include: addressing challenging 
behaviors, accessing their community and additional resources, developing appropriate play 
skills (i.e., with parents, siblings), and providing training for care providers (i.e., respite, 
home health aides). 

As our Family Support Services program is grant funded through OPWDD, all families must meet 
their eligibility requirements. If a family does not already have eligibility for OPWDD 
Services, it is now a requirement that they begin the application process for eligibility, when 
submitting an application for our program, by calling Taconic DDRO Front Door Team 
at 1-844-880-2151.
